Some helpful hints for the best results

DO ensure walls and corners are plumb, straight
and square. This will avoid many problems later on.

DO leave expansion gaps at all joins and around
cut-outs.

DO seal all joins and corners with Lamiseal™
silicone sealant.

DO clean excess adhesive or Lamiseal™ silicone
sealant off Wet Area Panelling surface immediately.

DO clean Wet Area Panelling surface with warm water
and mild liquid detergent only.

DO NOIT fit Wet Area Panelling to wet or damp walls.

DO NOT use mechanical fixing through Wet Area
Panelling (nails, screws) without providing an
expansion gap.

DO NOT force Wet Area Panelling into Streamline™
moulding past the small expansion lug.

DO NOT fit Wet Area Panelling sheets tightly together.

DO NOIT use abrasive cleaners or waxes and polish on
Wet Area Panelling surface.

Storage and Handling:

Store sheets flat and face to face with protective
paper between decorative surface. Keep work area
clean. Liff sheets carefully. Do not slide on decorative
surface or use as a work surface.

Cutting and Handling:

Always cut with decorative surface face up. Cutting
stroke should be down into decorative surface. If using
Streamline™ mouldings, a suitable cut for direct fitting
can be achieved with a fine tooth hand or power saw,
(10-12 teeth per 25mm), masonry cutting disc, router
with a twin flute straight cutter, fine tooth band or jig
saw. (Note: Jig saws cut with an upward stroke. In this
instance, cut from back of sheet.) A clean cut can also
be achieved with filoro cement cutters. If edges of Wet
Area Panelling are exposed (ie., not using Streamline™
mouldings), a clean cut to achieve a smooth, chip free
edge is critical fo the end result.

Here the twin fluted router cutter off a straight edge
is recommended. Other methods can be used but
edges will need to be finished with a sander or hand
plane fitted with a Titan or similar hardened plane iron.
Streamline™ mouldings can be cut with a fine tooth
hacksaw.

Drill holes with high speed twist drills. Use a hole saw for
larger than 18mm diameter. Drill holes 2mm oversize to
allow for expansion.

Installation:

Install Wet Area Panelling fo a 50mm x 25mm dressed
fimber frame with horizontal and vertical spacings no
greater than 500mm. Keep bottom of frame at least
25mm off floor. All corners must be straight, plumb, and
square. Battens must be placed behind all joins. Wet Area
Panelling can be fixed to wall studs providing noggings
are inserted spaced as above. Although not
recommended, Wet Area Panelling can be fixed fo brick,
cement render etc., as follows:

* All surfaces must be clean and free of grease, oil, dust
and paint.

* Walls must be completely dry. If subject to possible
dampness then timber frame must be used.

* Walls must be flat and square. Wet Area Panelling will
not conform to an uneven surface.

* Coat wall with an even layer of Trade Essentials®
Brushable Contact Adhesive of sufficient coverage to form
an effective moisture barrier and leave to dry for 24 hours.
* Wet Area Panelling can now be installed.

Note: Wet Area Panelling must not be immersed in water
for long periods. In a tile shower base Wet Area Panelling
should be installed on an angled riser.

Gluing:

A 4-5mm diameter bead of Wet Area Paneling Adhesive
is applied to the timber frame. On brick use beads of
adhesive spaced in 400mm wide grids or dobs of adhesive
35mm diameter and 4-5mm thick spaced no further than
180mm apart. Always refer to manufacturers instructions.

* Hand saw (10-12 teeth per 25mm) or

* Fibro cement cutters or

* Electric Saw - Saw blade or masonry cutting disc or

* Router - Twin flute straight cutter

* Hand plane e Sandpaper

* Hacksaw * Tape measure
 Spirit level * Masking tape
* Hammer * Spatula

* Caulking gun * Pencil.
